Fiction – Lost and Found and The Polar Express
In these units, we will be focusing on sentence structure, use of adjectives and adverbs. The children will also begin to use paragraphs to organise their writing. We will also be focusing on presentation and handwriting.
Non-Fiction – Poetry, Non-chronological Reports and instructions. 
Instructions – The children will learn how to structure a set of instructions using imperative verbs and time conjunctions. 
Poetry – We will explore a range of poems and look at the variety of structures. 
Non-Chronological Reports – The children will begin to structure a piece of non-fiction writing using headings, subheadings and captions.  

Reading:

History / Geography

Science:  
· Forces and Magnets – The children will investigate how push and pull forces create or stop movement and how magnets work.
