Computing: 
Computer Science: 
This term we will be exploring computer science, learning about algorithms, programs, sequences and repeats. We will make predictions and be looking at debugging when the outcome is not as we expected. 
English: 
· In writing sessions, we will be learning how to write instructions linked to a tale from another culture. For non-fiction we will be looking at how to write a persuasive letter
We will be focussing on:  
· Revision of word classes
· Formal and informal language
· A variety of sentence openers. 
· Different sentence structures (including relative clauses) and simple sentences to build tension. 
· Spelling, punctuation and grammar.  

Music:  Introduction to Songwriting. We will be exploring the different elements of songwriting and working with local songwriter Gary Quinn to write and create our own songs. 

D.T/ Art 
· In DT we will evaluate existing products and researching how toys with cams are made. We will be designing our own toys and thinking about how to make them fit for a purpose and consumer audience. 
· In Art we will be looking at the form of birds. Drawing painting them, finally we will create wire sculptures. 

Maths: 
Multiplication and Division – we will learn how to complete the written method for long multiplication. We will also revise the method for short division and how to divide with remainders. 
Fractions B – We will learn how to multiply fractions by an integer as well as how to find out the fraction of an amount or quantity. 
Decimals and percentages – We will look at how decimals and fractions can be equivalent, how to order and compare them. We will revise how to round and work out percentages. 
Perimeter and Area – We will work out the perimeter and area of a variety of shapes. 
Statistics – We will learn how to draw and interpret line graphs. How to read tables and two way tables. 



P.E: This term we will be doing gymnastics and sending and receiving.  
PSHE: - Keeping myself Safe – Rights and Respect.

History / Geography 
In History we will be learning about the Viking invasion. What were the treasures the wanted from Britain and how did Alfred the Great try to stop them? In Geography we will be exploring the Volcanoes of Norway to understand how they are formed and how they behave.
MFL - French  
Shopping at the market! In this unit, pupils will revise their knowledge of fruits and vegetables. In this unit, pupils will learn the nouns for clothes, and they will learn the verb ‘porter’ (to wear). The children will use adjectives of colour and size to describe clothes.

Reading: 
· Choral Reading – this term we will focus on whole class reading (of a variety of fiction and non-fiction texts) which will develop our fluency and expression. We will be developing our inference and prediction skills during comprehension sessions.

R.E and Celebration of the Word: 
· Branch 3-Galilee to Jerusalem.
Pupils will explore key teachings of Jesus through scripture, including the Greatest Commandment, the Transfiguration, the Good Samaritan, the Beatitudes, and important parables. Children will compare Gospel accounts, discuss feelings and meaning, and deepen their understanding through art, reflection, and links to everyday life and contemporary society. 
Year 5 Spring Term 
Overview

Science:  
· Living things and their Habitats. This unit builds on work from previous years and deepens the children's understanding of life cycles, reproduction and animal characteristics. The children will understand how life cycles are constantly progressing through a blend of science and creativity.

· Earth and Space. In this unit we will lean the names of the planets in the solar system and how they planets orbit the Sun. We will also understand how day and night occur and that day and night occur at different times in different places on Earth.
